Long Distance Bus: State of the art buses are available for transport both into the city and 
out. A bus from Brunei to Miri is one of the most popular routes. The buses provide 
comfortable chairs that recline nearly all the way down. Most buses feature a bathroom, 
although it is highly recommended to use the restroom at bus stops. Some buses will not 
allow you to use the bathroom even if one is on board. 
 
Airport in Miri: The airport in Miri, Malaysia is on the small side. This is because there are not 
many flights that come into the city. Two Malaysian Airlines subsidiaries flights come in daily 
Mulu. A few other flights come in from other areas around the country, but for the most part 
this is a smaller regional airport. The airport itself is on the newer side though and amenities 
are impressive for an airport of its size. It is clean and well maintained. 
 
City Buses: The Miri City Bus Company provides the city bus services. These buses are 
nowhere near as nice or comfortable as the long-distance buses. Many of the buses are on 
the older side as well, so seeing one on the side of the road with engine trouble is not 
completely unheard of. In general, the buses are able to take you to the set stops throughout 
the city, although the schedule isn’t very accurate. 
 
Taxis: Taxis here are a bit difference from what you’ll find in other areas around Southeast 
Asia. Instead of looking for a meter taxi, just about everything comes with a fixed fair. This 
ranges from talking a ride to a hotel to the airport, the Eastwood Valley Golf & Country Club 
or the City Centre. All of the cabs are red and yellow sedans (most of which are rather old, 
like the city buses). You can negotiate a bit on more specific destinations and trips, but if it is 
a popular tourist destination, there is very little you can do about the price.

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4. Language 
 

The Meeting will be conducted in English and all the Meeting documents will be mainly 
in English. The official language spoken in Malaysia is the Malaysian language. This language is 
sometimes called Malaysian Malay or simply just Malay or Malaysian. Malay is spoken by the 
majority of the country and is taught extensively in the country's public education system. Aside 
from Malay, English is also very commonly spoken in Malaysian. Aside from English, Chinese 
dialects such as Mandarin and Hokkien are also spoken in the country, primarily by those of 
Chinese ethnic origin. Tamil is also another popular language spoken in the country, primarily 
spoken by people from India. 

Most restaurants and stores have signs and other information written in both English, 
Malaysian and Chinese sometimes with pictorial depictions that you can point to

8. Currency and DSA 

The official currency of Malaysia is the MYR. The commercial rate is subject to change 
daily (currently estimated at around USD1 ~ MYR4.19). There are banks and currency exchange 
kiosks located at the airport, but you may exchange from the hotel cashier and exchange 
counter/shop around the hotel as well. 

All major credit cards are widely accepted at banks, hotels, restaurants and shopping 
centers. Participants are advised to exchange some local currency prior to your departure, or at 
the airport upon your arrival.

9. Weather 

The climate in Miri is hot, oppressive, and overcast. Over the course of the year, the 
temperature typically varies from 75°F to 88°F and is rarely below 73°F or above 91°F. When the 
southwest monsoon hits from May to October, it brings rain to the lowlands on the west coast 
of the peninsula and particularly the southwest coast between the capital of Kuala 
Lumpur and Melaka. To the northern end of the west coast of the peninsula, 
around Penang and Langkawi, the rain can be especially heavy in September and October. While 
the west coast is getting heavy rain, the east coast of the peninsula is bathed in sunshine and dry 
weather. This changes however when the northeast monsoon blows in between November and 
March, bringing with its torrential rain and often flooding along the east coast of the peninsula. 
At this time most resorts on the islands along the east coast of the Malaysian peninsula close up 
till the rains ease. Sarawak are affected slightly differently. As with the east coast of the 
peninsula, the northeast monsoon brings with it extremely heavy rain, delivering over half of 
Sarawak’s rainfall for the entire year. While the entire period from October to March is, well, 
damp, January in particular is a very wet time in Sarawak. The region is less affected by the 
southwest monsoon but they still see a fair amount of rain through the rest of the year.

The electrical currents in Malaysia are 240 volts and the frequency is 50Hz. You can use 

your electric appliances in Malaysia, if the standard voltage in your country is in between 220-240 
volts.
