Status of enabling For project implementation, Philippines followed the Fisheries Refugia Management Framework including the
environment reform conduct and coordination of the National Fisheries Refugia, Scientific and Technical Committee Meetings, Site-
including extent of board committee meetings, and workshops and consultation for the LGU and the stakeholders.

Through the information-drive and community consultations, the suggestions and questions from the
small-scale fisherfolk at coastal communities were addressed and answered. The fisherfolk have strong disagreements with the
refugia sites establishment of MPAs in their municipalities, however, through the workshops they have understood the

difference and the boon of establishing fisheries refugia for a more productive fishing stock. With proper guidance
and continued technical support, the fisherfolk began to understand the importance of protecting the 2 major life
stages of fishes which could greatly improve the fishing stock of the community in the future.
