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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The SEAFDEC/UNEP/GEF Project on Establishment and Operation of A Regional System of
Fisheries Refugia in the South China Sea and the Gulf of Thailand consider the gender mainstreaming
in sustainable management of the fisheries refugia as one of the critical target outcomes which are
aligned with the UNEP Policy and Strategy on Gender Equality and the Environment 2014-2017. The
project focuses the gender-integrated activities by considering the needs of women and men engaging
in all types of activities defined by the implementation project.
