PROCLAMATION  
On 

Establishment of Marine Fisheries Management Area including  
Blue Swimming Crab Refugia in Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep Province

December 2013 on the revision and complementing the composition of the 
Royal Government of Cambodia, 

- Having seen the Royal Decree No. NoSor/RoKoTor/0416/368 dated 4th April 
2016 on the revision and complementing the composition of the Royal 
Government of Cambodia, 

- Having seen the Royal Proclamation No. 02/NoSorTor/94 dated 20th July 1994 
on the declaration of using the law on the process and operation of the 
Minister Cabinet, 

- Having seen the Royal Proclamation No. NoSor/RoKorMo/0196 dated 24th 
January 1996 on the declaration of using the law on the establishment of the 
Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry, and Fisheries,

2006 on the declaration of using the law on fisheries, 

- Having Seen the Royal Decree No. NoSor/RoKoMo/1117/015 dated 22nd  
November 2017 on the declaration of using the law on the amendment of 
Article 6, 41, 42, 43, and 95 of the law on fisheries, 

- Having seen the Sub-Decree No. 17 OrNor Kro.BorKor dated 07th April 2000 on 
the process and operation of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry, and 
Fisheries, 

- Having seen the Sub-Decree No. 105 OrNor Kro.BorKor dated 22nd August 2005 
on the addition of function and duties to the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry, 
and Fisheries, and the establishment of Internal Audition Department, 
Planning and Statistic Department, International Cooperation Department, 
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and Agricultural information and Document Center under the Ministry of 
Agriculture, Forestry, and Fisheries, 

- Having seen the Sub-Decree No. 188 OrNor Kro.BorKor dated 14th November 
2008 on reform of General Department of the Ministry to Secretary General, 
Promoting Forestry Administration, Fisheries Administration to be equal to 
General Department, Promoting Agronomy and Agricultural Soil Improvement 
Department as General Department of Agriculture, and the reform of General 
Department of Rubbery Plants as General Department of Rubber under 
managed by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry, and Fisheries, 

- Having seen the Sub-Decree No. 53 OrNor Kro.BorKor dated 29th May 2006 on 
International Exploitation on Endangered Flora and Fauna Species, 

- Having seen the Sub-Decree No. 25 OrNor Kro.BorKor dated 20th Mar 2007 on 
Management of Community Fisheries, 

- Having seen the Sub-Decree No. 123 OrNor Kro.BorKor dated 12nd August 2006 
on defining Endangered Capture Fisheries Products,  

- Having seen the Proclamation No. 571 BrorKor.KorSorKor dated 06th 
September 2010 on Protection Measure of Endangered Fisheries Resource 
Species, and          

- Refer to the proposal of delegate of Royal Government of Cambodia in charge 
of Director General of Fisheries Administration.    

 
DECISION  

 
Article 1: The proclamation has an aim to create Marine Fisheries Management Area 
including Blue Swimming Crab Refugia at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep 
province to protect, conserve, and use sustainable marine fisheries resources in line with 
national fisheries sector policy and contribution to enhancing people living.   
 
Article 2: The proclamation is the following target:  

- Define Marine Fisheries Management Area at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay 
Archipelago, Kep province, 

- Manage and conserve fisheries resource, biodiversity, and effective marine 
ecosystem,  

- Ensure sustainable fishing to enhance people living,   
- Contribute to natural eco-tourism and investment at island area, Kep province, 

and 
- Strengthen an adaptation of the climate change.    
  

Article 3: The proclamation covering in the Marine Fisheries Management Area at Koh Po 
and Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province includes Koh Po, Koh Svay Prey, Koh Heal Trey, Koh 
Mak Prang, Koh Arch Ses, Koh Ang Krorng, Koh Snuat, Koh Tonsay, Koh Svay, Koh Kuk, Koh 
Mtes, and Koh Kbal, which are located in the fishing domain of the geography of Kep city 
and Damnak Chorng Oreu District. The size of Marine Fisheries Management Area is the 
total area of 11307ha (eleven thousand three hundred and seven hectare) as defined in 
the map with coordination system (Datum WGS 84) attached in Annex 1 of the 
proclamation.    
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Article 4: Vocabularies used in the proclamation are set in the definition as following: 
1. Fisheries Conservation Area: it is defined in the certain location for aquatic 

animal and plants to hide or home, spawn, and grow. This area is not allowed 
to use all kinds of activities affecting to marine fisheries resources, besides 
Fisheries Scientific Technical Research with proper guideline. 
 

2. Fisheries Protection Area: it is defined in location closed to the fisheries 
conservation area, which has a main function to support the conservation 
zone in order to ensure sustainable fisheries resources. The protection zone 
can do fishing in family and medium scale as well as other activities not to 
destroy fisheries resources and biodiversity.  

 
3. Fisheries Refugia Area: it is defined in the certain location for the protection 

of one or many fish species in a critical stage of its life cycle, which is banned 
to fish in the refugia site. After its critical stage, small scale fishing or other 
activities are allowed to do which do not cause negative impacts to fisheries 
resources.  

 
4. Recreation Area (eco-tourism area at sea bottom): it is defined that it is a 

main location, which   has a important function for serving relaxing activities 
and protecting a biodiversity resources in order to ensure incomes from a 
tourism section at sea bottom and sustainable fisheries resources. This 
location is allowed to dive seeing a coral reef for relaxing activities and other 
fisheries resources with high responsibilities as well as collect fisheries 
scientific information and resources changes; however, it is banned to do 
fishing all kinds at this site.            

 
Article 5: Management of Marine Fisheries Management Area including Blue Swimming 
Crab Refugia at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province is under the 
responsibilities for Fisheries Administration and Kep Provincial Hall Administration 
collaborating with involved competences, private sectors, and other development 
partners. Main duties are described as follow: 

- Establish a management committee and a technical working group, which is 
responsible for Marine Fisheries Management Area at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay 
Archipelago, Kep province,  

- Prepare and implement a management plan, 
- Set up a pole, install mooring buoys, and set up a sign board in Marine Fisheries 

Management Area at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province, 
- Restore a main habitat to increase fish stock and other aquatic animal species,     
- Create a patrolling group to prohibit and crack down illegal fishing activities 

and other activities affecting to fisheries resources,      
- Build Check Point and Research Posts as well as provide equipments for 

patrolling, 
- Provide an alternative livelihood to community fisheries to enhance the better 

living of community fisheries,  
- Study research, observe, and monitor biological and socio-economic manner,  
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- Educate and disseminate the law on fisheries, involved legislative letters, and 
the importance for fisheries resources, 

- Address conflicts or other issues happening in the Marine Fisheries 
Management Area at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province, and  

- Seek funds to support Marine Fisheries Management Area at Koh Po and Koh 
Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province 
     

Article 6:  Marine Fisheries Management Area Blue Swimming Crab Refugia at Koh Po and 
Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province is divided as below:  

1. Fisheries Conservation Area: it has three zones (Code No. 1, 2 and 3), which 
is located in the fishing domain at Kep village, Kep commune, Kep City, Kep 
province. They are the total area 109 ha (one hundred and nine hectare). 
This area is the cluster of coral reef and other corals providing a home for 
many aquatic flora and fauna species to live and spawn.  
      

2. Fisheries Protection Area: it has one zone (Code No. 4), which is situated in 
the fishing domain of Damnak Chorng Oeur District and Kep City, Kep 
province. It is the total area of 10412ha (ten thousand four hundred and 
twelve hectare). This site is the cluster of coral reef, sea grass, and other 
fisheries resources habitat in medium level, which support the management 
location of other fisheries resources.     

 
3. Fisheries Refugia Area: it has one zone (Code No. 5), which is located in the 

fishing domain of Damnak Chorng Oeur District and Kep City, Kep province.  
It is the total area of 417ha (four hundred and seven teen hectares) for blue 
swimming crab conservation and this zone is banned to do fishing the crab 
during its spawning season starting from May to July every year.    

 
4. Recreation Area (eco-tourism area at sea bottom): it has four zones (Code 

No. 6, 7, 8, and 9), which is located in the Kep village, Kep city, Kep province. 
It is the total area of 369ha (three hundred and sixty-nine hectares) and they 
have a role to serve relaxing activities, research studies, and the 
improvement of fisheries habitats.  

 
The map and coordination system of each zone in the Marine Fisheries 
Management Area at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province, is 
attached in the Annex1and2      

 
Article7: Absolute prohibitions do fishing to be practiced by trawl fishing, destructive 
fishing gears, and other activities affecting to fisheries resources in the Marine Fisheries 
Management Area at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province   
 
Article 8: Budget sources for the creation and management of Marine Fisheries 
Management Area at Koh Po and Koh Tonsay Archipelago, Kep province are: 

- National budget  
- Developments partners and private sectors 
- Generous persons 
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- Source of other incomes  
Article 9: Anyone is wrong doing against to the proclamation shall be punished in line with 
the law.  
 
Article 10:  Any regulation that is against to the proclamation shall be null and void  
   
Article 11: Secretary General, Inspectorate General, Director General of Fisheries 
Administration, Director of Department of Administrative Affair, Director of Financial and 
Accounting Department, Director of Department of Agriculture, Forestry, Fisheries 
Involved, Head of Involved Institutions under the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry, and 
Fisheries shall be in charge of the proclamation based on self duties from signing forward.
