- FAO	Pilot	Project	on	FAO	PSM	Implementation	at	Phuket	Port	in	
October	2014

- Thailand	got	yellow	card	in	April	2015
- Royal	Ordinance	on	Fisheries	on	13	November	2015	
- Ratified	PSMA	on	6	May	2016
- Enforce	by	Ministerial	Notification	on	PSM	Inspection	on	1	June	2017
- Amendment	Royal	Ordinance	on	Fisheries	on	28	June	2017
- Amendment	Ministerial	Notification	on	PSM	Inspection	on	16	

November	2017	(the	current	notification)

Royal	 Ordinance	 on	 Fisheries	 (RO)	 	 section	 94 :	No	 person	 shall	
bring	a	non-Thai	fishing	vessel	that	has	undertaken	IUU	fishing	into	
the	Kingdom…..	

The	 Director-General	 shall	 have	 the	
power	 to	 publically issue	 a	 list	 of	 non-
Thai	fishing	vessels	that	have	undertaken	
IUU	 fishing	 based	 on	 the	 lists	 of	 IUU	
fishing	 vessels	 published	 by	 a	 foreign	
state	or	international	organization.

Violating	 section	94:	 a	 fine	of	between	one	
million	baht	and	thirty	million	baht,	or	a	fine	
of	 five	 times	 the	 value	 of	 the	 aquatic	
animals	or	aquatic	animal	products.		



RO	 Section	 95	 :	 	 A	 non-Thai	 fishing	 vessel	 wishing	 to	 import	 aquatic	
animals	 or	 aquatic	 animal	 products	 into	 the	 Kingdom	 shall	 notify	 in	
advance	 the	 competent	official	by	no	 less	 than	 the	period	prescribed	by	
the	Minister.	…..	Such	fishing	vessel	shall	notify	the	information	and	enter	
the	port	as	prescribed	by	the	Minister…..

RO	section	96:		When	a	fishing	vessel	has	been	authorized	to	berth	at	a	port
pursuant	 to	Section	95	and	has	completed	berthing,	a	 request	 for	permission	 for	
the	importation	of	aquatic	animals	or	aquatic	animal	products	shall	be	lodged….

RO	 Section	 92:	 Subject	 to	 section	 96,	 no	 person	 shall	 import	 aquatic	 animals	 and	
aquatic	animal	products	unless	permission	is	obtained	from	a	competent	official.	

Violating	section	96:	a	fine	of	between	one	million	baht	and	thirty	million	baht,	or	a	fine	of	five	times	
the	value	of	the	aquatic	animals	or	aquatic	animal	products.

§ Neighboring	 fishing	 vessels	 wishing	 to	 land fish	 >>>>	 enter	 ports	 for	
inspection	 at	 PSM	 ports	 >>>>	 Then,	 shall	 be	 authorized	 to	 offload	 fish	 at	
other	ports	registered	under	the RO.

§ International	 fishing	vessels	wishing	to	 land fish	shall	get	 inspection	and	be	
authorized	to	offload	fish	at	PSM	ports	only

§ Fishing	 vessels	 do	 not	wish	 to	 land fish	 >>>>	 enter	 ports	 for	 inspection	 at	
PSM	 ports	 >>>>	 Then,	 shall	 be	 authorized	 to	 use	 other	 ports	 registered	
under	the RO	or	any	shipyard,	repairing	dock	for	vessel	reparation..

2.1	Before	port	entry:	
• Submit	the	Advance	Request	for	Port	Entry	“AREP”	and	

relevant	documents	before	port	entry.	

Shall	submit	at	least	72	hours	before	the	vessel	arrives	at	port

Port	State	duties	and	control	(cont-)

• Relevant	document	submitted	with	AREP	is	divided	into	4	
categories

- Fishing	vessel
- Bulk	carrier
- Neighboring	country	carrier	vessel
- Vessel	not	wishing	to	land	or	transit	fish

- Section	102(4):	Give	power	to	DOF	authorities	for	vessel	inspection	on	board	

Port	State	duties	and	control	(cont-)

DOF	officers	inspect	vessel	and	documents,	then	issue	“Port	Inspection	Report”	
(PIR)	to	allow	offloading	

- External/Physical	checking	and	take	photos
- Showing	authority	card	and	inform	the	purpose	before	get	on	board
- Check	documents,	evidence	and	equipment	on	board
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Check	appearance,	Take	photos	and	Check	documents,	evidence	and	equipment

- No	importation	of	fish	or	fishery	products	related	to	
IUU	fishing

- Electronic	system	(PPS)	for	import	and	export	control	
in	purpose	of	Traceability



- Required	document	for	import	permit	(Notification	
under	section	92)

A:		Importation	by	fishing	vessel:	
1)	copy	of	port	inspection	report	or catch	certificate	
2)	invoice	or bill	of	landing	(if	any).

B:	Importation	in	which	are	not	from	A:	
1)	a	catch	certificate	or	a	copy	of	custom	clearance	or	a	copy	of	custom	

declaration	 or	 export	 permit	 of	 aquatic	 animal	 or	 aquatic	 animal	 products	 from	
respective	government	agency	

2)	invoice	
3)	air	waybill	or	bill	of	landing	(if	any)

Market	State	responsibilities	(cont-)

- Verify	documents	with	export	country	in	suspicious	case	
Example;	In	case	of	import	fish	from	Iran	via	container,	we	request	fishing	license	

and	vessel	registration	document	and	get	the	confirmation	to	be	not	from	IUU	fishing
